 MEATS THAT ARE FORBIDDEN BY GOD

When Jesus said, in matthews 15:11 that it is not that which goeth into the mouth that defileth a man, but that which cometh out of the mouth; He was not speaking of food or drink, that was unclean, but He was talking about people eating with unwashed hands. And he was showing them that what comes out of the heart of man is the things that defiles the man. If the right thing does not come out of your mouth, it is because the heart is defiled. Verse 20, explains. (These are the things which defile a man: but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.  Matthew 15:20,)   When Paul said: 25Whatsoever is sold in the shambles, that eat, asking no question for conscience sake: He was not talking about foods that was clean, or unclean, but foods that was offered up to Idols. Read:  Ver.26-  For the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof.  27If any of them that believe not bid you to a feast, and ye be disposed to go; whatsoever is set before you, eat, asking no question for conscience sake.  28But if any man say unto you, this is offered in sacrifice unto idols, eat not for his sake that shewed it, and for conscience sake: for the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof:                      I Corinthians 10:26-28
As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one.  5For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,)  6But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.  7Howbeit there is not in every man that knowledge: for some with conscience of the idol unto this hour eat it as a thing offered unto an idol; and their conscience being weak is defiled.  8But meat commendeth us not to God: for neither, if we eat, are we the better; neither, if we eat not, are we the worse.  9But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a stumblingblock to them that are weak. I Corinthians 8:4-9       Now if that person that brought it to your attention that the food had been  consecrated by those that honor the idol, don’t eat it for it might be a stumblingblock  to him.   Paul is letting us know that if we are invited to eat with those that offer thanks to their idol gods, if we  be. Convinced to go we don’t have to honor or respect the idol. But we must give honor and respect to the true and living God.
(Now in I Timothy 4:1-5 Paul is misunderstood again.)   1Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils;  2Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron;  3Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth.  4For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be refused, if it be received with thanksgiving:  5For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer.

PAUL WAS NOT SAYING, THAT WE DON’T HAVE TO OBEY LEVITICUS  20:25-26    Which read as thus:  25Ye shall therefore put difference between clean beasts and unclean, and between unclean fowls and clean: and ye shall not make your souls abominable by beast, or by fowl, or by any manner of living thing that creepeth on the ground, which I have separated from you as unclean.  26And ye shall be holy unto me: for I the LORD am holy, and have severed you from other people, that ye should be mine. Leviticus 20:25-26     Paul was not speaking against obeying God, when God said: For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God, and the LORD hath chosen thee to be a peculiar people unto himself, above all the nations that are upon the earth.  3Thou shalt not eat any abominable thing.    And the swine, though he divide the hoof, and be clovenfooted, yet he cheweth not the cud; he is unclean to you.   9These shall ye eat of all that are in the waters: whatsoever hath fins and scales in the waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, them shall ye eat.  10And all that have not fins and scales in the seas, and in the rivers, of all that move in the waters, and of any living thing which is in the waters, they shall be an abomination unto you:  11They shall be even an abomination unto you; ye shall not eat of their flesh, but ye shall have their carcases in abomination.  12Whatsoever hath no fins nor scales in the waters, that shall be an abomination unto you.  Leviticus 11:7,9,10,11     
GOD CREATED CERTAIN THINGS UNCLEAN  FOR HUMAN CONSUMTION.  NOTICE: GENESIS 7:1- And the LORD said unto Noah, Come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen righteous before me in this generation.  2Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female.

Paul was not teaching against obeying God’s dietary Law. He was speaking about how there would arise false teachers, teaching against eating those things that God created to be eaten. Notice he said: hypocrites would come  3Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth. Notice: meats WHICH God created to be received with thanksgiving. Now all those that believe and know the Truth, know what it is that God created to be eaten.  For there are people that believe it is wrong to eat any kind flesh. They only eat fruits, nuts, and vegetation.  Notice,  For one believeth that he may eat all things: another, who is weak, eateth herbs. Or (vegetation.)   Romans 14:2

Paul was trying to get the none meat eaters to not judge the meat eaters, and the meat eaters were not to judge the none meat eaters.  The subject is not at all bout clean or unclean meat.  Paul also dealt with the false teachers, that forbid their clergy to marry, though an ordinance of God;  4Marriage is honourable in all, and the bed undefiled: but whoremongers and adulterers God will judge.  Hebrews 13:4.
 For someone to try to make you see that God changed His mind about what is abominable, proves that someone does not believe and know the truth.
It is your right to be a vegetarian, but don't try to make your fellow man think he is doing wrong to eat flesh, which God sanctified and set apart in His Word for believers to eat
Those that believe and know the Truth, know that those things which' God created for His people to eat is, set apart for them in Levidcus the 11th chapter, and Deuteronomy the 14* chapter.
Those things that God told us not to eat because they are unclean, we should not eat those things. The things that God sanctified and set aside in His Word is good.  For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer.

Every creature that God created to be received with thanksgiving is set aside in His Word and is believed and obeyed by those that know the truth. Jesus prayed and asked The Father to sanctify them through the truth: For God’s Word is Truth. Jesus said that He sanctified Himself, that Believers would also be sanctified through the Truth.  John 17:17-19.                                                                                          God’s Word is Truth, and we are not Sanctified through the Word, if we are doing those things that the Word forbid us to do. Jesus did not violate the Word, and Jesus is our example. Jesus said I am the Way, the Truth and the Life.                                                                                           For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 4And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.                                          II Timothy 4:3-4
Now when people don’t want to know the Truth. God will withdraw Himself from them, and turn them over to a reprobate mind. Notice:

And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.  11And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:  12That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.                                              II Thessalonians 2:10-12

And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; Romans 1:28
